Each Club Nominee will be evaluated in each column in separate rows.
Notes for each column are to be recorded in the space provided in each column.

All nominees are to be reviewed prior to column totals being recorded.

Scoring for each category shall be accomplished using a curve method for each
column.

5. When al nominees have been rated in each category, the totals row shall be added
and recorded in the Total column.

6. In case of atie, the nominee with the highest score from the total of all the judges’
scores shall be the Council Honor Roll Dancer(s).

7. Thejudges are the members of the Miami Valley Dance Council Executive Board.

8. Each judge shall have his’/her own Selection Criteria Form(s) provided by the

9. Any judge that has been selected by a Council Club as their Honor Roll Dancer(s)
shall be excused from the selection process.

10. The selection process shall take place after the January Executive Board Meeting and
the Council President at the January Council Meeting shall announce the Council
Honor Roll Dancer(s).
