Joyce McGuireôs sis-
ter bought a square dance quilt kit at a yard sale for $1.00.  Since she is 
not a dancer, she gave the square dance quilt kit to Joyce.  Joyce gave it 
to Leila since she is a quilter.  After Leila had it in her possession for a few 
days, she thought it would be a good idea to have each club take one or 
two blocks and do hand embroidery on it to make it a Miami Valley Dance 
Club effort.  Leila, Joyce, and Shirley King plan to have it done by May 
2010 to be raffled off as a money maker for the 2011 State Convention.  
Steve Hayden has given his approval.  The process for completing this 
project follows: 

                  Phase 1       Embroider the 60 blocksðdone by the clubs 

                  Phase 2        Piece together and prepare for quiltingðLeila  
                                       Zerkle and Shirley King 

                  Phase 3       Leila will need quilters!!!  Time, location will be set 
later.  Leila has a Qsnaq Quilting frame that han-
dles 3-4 people.   If they can borrow a larger one, it would go faster.  Leila would like to have 
some ladies willing to keep their needles threaded.  That speeds things up. 

                  Phase  4  Put binding onðLeila Zerkle and Joyce McGuire 

                  Phase 5      Sign the quilt
