Miami Valley Folk Dancers 

We dance on Thursday evenings and 2nd Sunday afternoons at the Michael Solomon Pavilion, 2917 Berkley 

St. Dayton, Ohio 45409. 

Come and try us some evening ï thereôs teaching for beginners every Thursday at 7, so you donôt have to 

know anything beyond which is your right and which your left!  Yes, thereôs special music, and you have to 

get used to odd time signatures for some of them (9/8, 13/16) ï though what those really mean is just that one 

beat in a measure has a longer time value than the others.  LONG, short, short is 7/8 (or 7/16 if fast).  But the 

steps usually match, so it seems comfortable.  Costumes get worn for workshop parties, and sometimes for 

demos, but thatôs about all.  I generally dance in a denim or twill skirt and knit short-sleeved top; some people 

like to get sparkly skirts and matching tops and fancy thises and thatses.

THE BALKAN BIRTHDAY BASH:   A òCENTURY PARTYó IN DAYTON 

Fiftieth birthdays are special, we all agree ð but what happens when you put two of 

them together?
